His interests were varied and before  

his death, he had 323 vintage radios that he took to a radio auction in Ohio.   

His collecting hobby grew after a career as an ordained Presbyterian      

minister, from which he retired in 1989. Ken served churches in Texas, 

Illinois, and Michigan. His wife, Carol, a social worker, made their home   

in Escanaba, Mich., while he served as chief administrator of the Mackinac 

Presbyter and traveled to about 40 northern churches. Ken was an active 

and willing participant in all of the activities of the Bay de Noc Stamp and 

Coin Club. His integrity was above reproach and he will be missed.
