Digitizing past issues

This month we kick off a fundraiser to sup-
port the cost of digitizing our newsletters
for the years 1979-2008 for posting on the
WFSC website. All issues for! ¢ @dars
2009 to present are already online as .pdf
files thanks to Nancy Warner for her scan-
ning work and more recent editors auto-
matically submitting digital files for
posting.

Scanning on a home machine is tedious
work and we’ve not been able to find a
volunteer since Nancy understandingly
gave up on this insurmountable project.
We learned, however, that the American
Philatelic Research Library has state-of-the
-art scanning equipment and accepts out-
side jobs from APS chapter members.

Our fundraising goal of $1000 is the APRL’s
estimate for its services to scan some
2,596 pages. Although volunteers do the
scanning, a part-time digital intern over-
sees the project. Working with the APRL is
a win-win situation. We get to preserve
our history and at the same time contrib-
ute toward the intern’s salary and help

APRL’s own digital initiative and fundrais-
ing effort. Out newsletters, furthermore
are placed on the APRL website for in-
creased exposure to interested collectors
who may wish to join a WFSC club.

Scott Tiffney, of the APRL, informs me
that more and more philatelic societies
are making their journals available digi-
tally and in the process, they are finding
that traffic to their websites has in-
creased. The scans are additionally deliv-
ered in .pdf format, with OCR (Optical
Character Recognition) performed so
they are fully searchable on DVD-ROMs.

We're kicking off this fundraiser at WI-
SCOPEX, May-5-6, with a container for
donations of bills from your wallet,
checks, and even your pocket change.

Postmaster General James Aloysius Farley was one of the greatest
promoters of the 20th century and an astute businessman. Perhaps
his greatest promotional product was Franklin Roosevelt for whom
Farley was the campaign manager in the 1928, 1930, 1932 and 1936
campaigns for New York governor and President. His second greatest
product promotion was probably Coca-Cola.

National Air Mail Week was a natural project for Farley. Its obvi-
ous goals were to celebrate 20 years of scheduled air mail service and
to promote the expanded use of air mail. Its less obvious goals were

to increase the revenue of the U.S. Post Office Department and the AIR MAIL
air carriers with mail contracts which had both struggled through the M‘::\/s EIES'TZI SHEBOYGAN'
Great Depression. 1938 u,"s,

The event was scheduled for the anniversary week of the 1918 3

flights between New York and Washington D.C. which inaugurated
regular air mail delivery as a USPQOD service. Like any good advertising
campaign, the event had a catchy motto: “Receive Tomorrow’s Mail
Today.” It also had a product. On May 14, the brightly colored 6¢ Ea-
gle air mail stamp went on sale. Image the impact on all involved in
air mail service if every adult in the U.S. bought the new stamp and
used it.

Each state had a chairperson in charge of organizing and promoting
the event. In Wisconsin, Milwaukee Postmaster John A. Fleissner en-
couraged local communities to prepare covers to commemorate Na-
tional Air Mail Week and to schedule public events to draw attention
to air mail as an invaluable service.

Of course, local groups saw this as a way of promoting
themselves. Sheboygan, for example, used the motto “The
Natural Air Conditioned City. Always Cool in Summer” to pro-
mote tourism. Other places promoted opportunities in busi-
ness and industry. Local events were promoted by newspa-
VIA AIR MAIL pers and radio as part of the larger national NAMW.

Q’ Of course, there were some minor details which needed
attention. Because the USPOD and contract air carriers did
not have enough pilots to handle the anticipated volume of
mail and the number of new, although temporary, routes,

Laojnsin some 1,700 pilots were commissioned as volunteers for the
VIA.PLANE special flight day of May 19.

5-19-38 Even the lack of an airfield was no hindrance to a success-
ful event. Temporary fields were authorized, thus enabling
communities to have “first flight” events and covers without
having airports.

The NAMW event in Burlington, WI, provides a good ex-
ample of how a community overcame the lack of pilots and
airfields.

519 EIGHTH AVENUE miles east of Burlington on what is now Highway 142, and the
NEW YORK CITY sack of 789 pieces of mail was secured in the passenger seat
of the plane. Roman flew to the county airport in Milwaukee
where the Milwaukee Post Office had set up a temporary
facility for sorting and forwarding the mail to destinations all
over the country.

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Weather did disrupt the plan in parts of Wisconsin, which
explains the two dates found on some commemorative covers.
The rubber stamp on the Rhinelander cover shows the intended
date of May 19. The postmark shows the actual date of posting
as May 20. Yes, tomorrow’s mail did arrive a day or two after
today.

Farley amassed a huge personal collection of NAMW materi-
al which is now in the Smithsonian National Postal Museum.
The 35 volumes contain some 7,350 items with 112 Wisconsin
covers housed in Volume 35.

Wisconsin NAMW covers can be hard to find, but they do
provide a great medium for enjoying the Wisconsin philatelic
connection to a national event and to local history. Indeed,
some of the stories behind the covers are far more interesting
and provide great content for an album page.
